Three Italian Passenger liners "Galileo Galilei" ,"Guglielmo
Marconi" and "Africa" presented a magnificent spectacle as they

ent ered Aden Harbour almest in line ahead on the morning of 4th
October, 1966.

Two were successfully berthed at BP's Dolphin berths and the
third one at one of BP's floating berths,

It is worthy of note that as a result of efficient handling
by Aden Port Trust Harbour Control these three liners were
berthed within one hour at adjacent berths,

Carrying a total of 3,410 transit passengers who crowded the
shopping area at Steamer Point, the vessels lifted 4,600 tons
of BP's fuel o0il between them during their short stay in the
harbour, They also carried out landing of post office mail and
cargo.
